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(Description)

This course is a compulsory English course for non-English majors who have achieved an
upper-intermediate level of English. It aims to develop students’ listening, speaking, reading,

writing and autonomous learning abilities by exposing them to a wide variety of authentic

listening and reading materials and engaging them in various communicative activities. The




course also aims to increase students’ cultural awareness and develop their’ English
communicative competence in real-life situations. The course also gives students a systematic
instruction on English public speaking skills, English writing and general academic writing to
improve students’ productive ability of English and ability of general academic English.

The course is highly task-based, with the application of flipped-classroom teaching method
and micro lecturing for some of the tasks. Assessment is made based on both formative and

terminal approaches.
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
