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(Description)

This is a foundation course designed as a primer for students new to the field of
linguistics and cognitive science. The course will use language as a lens into the
human mind and brain. It explores universal aspects of cognition that underlie
language and communication, as well as the effect of one's native language on
cognition, by: (1) reading a mixture of classic and recent papers on these issues, (2)
identifying interesting questions that are left open by the material covered, and (3)
designing and conducting research to answer those questions. Time will be allotted
for discussions on a range of topics that integrate the study of language with
research on the mind and brain. The goal of this class is to familiarize you with a
set of classic arguments on these themes, together with current research that
evaluates these arguments, through weekly reading and discussion.
